General Power Tool Safety Warnings

WARNING Read all safety warn-
ings and all instructions.

Failure to follow the warnings and instructions

may result in electric shock, fire and/or seri-

ous injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for fu-

ture reference. The term “power tool” in the

warnings refers to your mains operated (cord-
ed) power tool or battery operated (cord-less)
power tool.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well-lit. Clut-
tered or dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust.
Power tools create sparks which may ig-
nite the dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away
while operating a power tool. Distrac-
tions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radi-
ators, ranges and refrigerators. There is
an increased risk of electric shock if your
body is earthed or grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or
wet conditions. Water entering a power
tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging
the power tool. Keep cord away from
heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts.
Damaged or entangled cords increase the
risk of electric shock.

» When operating a power tool outdoors,
use an extension cord suitable for
outdoor use. Use of a cord suitable for
outdoor use reduces the risk of electric
shock..

» If operating a power tool in a damp
location is unavoidable, use a residual
current device (RCD) protected supply.
Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric
shock.

Personal safety

» Stay alert, watch what you are doing
and use common sense when operating
a power tool. Do not use a power tool
while you are tired or under the influ-
ence of drugs, alcohol or medication.
A moment of inattention while operating
power tools may result in serious personal
injury.

» Use personal protective equipment.
Always wear eye protection. Protective
equipment such as dust mask, non-skid
safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protec-
tion used for appropriate conditions will
reduce personal injuries.

» Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure
the switch is in the off-position before
connecting to power source and/or
battery pack, picking up or carrying the
tool. Carrying power tools with your finger
on the switch or energising power tools
that have the switch on invites accidents.

» Remove any adjusting key or wrench
before turning the power tool on. A
wrench or a key left attached to a rotating
part of the power tool may result in person-
al injury.

» Do not overreach. Keep proper footing
and balance at all times. This enables
better control of the power tool in unex-
pected situations.

» Dress properly. Do not wear loose
clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair,
clothing and gloves away from moving
parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

» If devices are provided for the connec-
tion of dust extraction and collection
facilities, ensure these are connected
and properly used. Use of dust collection
can reduce dust related hazards.

Power tool use and care

» Do not force the power tool. Use the
correct power tool for your application.
The correct power tool will do the job bet-
ter and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

» Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power
tool that cannot be controlled with the
switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

» Disconnect the plug from the power
source and/or the battery pack from the
power tool before making any adjust-
ments, changing accessories, or stor-
ing power tools. Such preventive safety
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measures reduce the risk of starting the
power tool accidentally.

» Store idle power tools out of the reach
of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

» Maintain power tools. Check for mis-
alignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts and any other con-
dition that may affect the power tool’s
operation. If damaged, have the power
tool repaired before use. Many accidents
are caused by poorly maintained power
tools.

» Keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with
sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind
and are easier to control.

» Use the power tool, accessories and
tool bits etc. in accordance with these
instructions, taking into account the
working conditions and the work to be
performed. Use of the power tool for oper-
ations different from those intended could
result in a hazardous situation.

Safety Warnings for Circular Saws

Cutting procedures

» DANGER: Keep hands away from cut-
ting area and the blade. Keep your sec-
ond hand on auxiliary handle, or motor
housing. If both hands are holding the
saw, they cannot be cut by the blade.

» Do not reach underneath the workpiece.
The guard cannot protect you from the
blade below the workpiece.

» Adjust the cutting depth to the thick-
ness of the workpiece. Less than a full
tooth of the blade teeth should be visible
below the workpiece.

» Never hold piece being cut in your
hands or across your leg. Secure the
workpiece to a stable platform. It is import-
ant to support the work properly to mini-
mize body exposure, blade binding, or loss
of control.

» Hold the power tool by insulated grip-
ping surfaces only, when performing an
operation where the cutting tool may
contact hidden wiring or its own cord.
Contact with a “live” wirewill also make ex-
posed metal parts of the power tool “live”
and could give the operator an electric
shock.

» When ripping, always use a rip fence or

straight edge guide. This improves the
accuracy of cut and reduces the chance of
blade binding.

» Always use blades with correct size
and shape (diamond versus round) of
arbour holes. Blades that do not match
the mounting hardware of the saw will run
eccentrically, causing loss of control.

» Never use damaged or incorrect blade
washers or bolt. Theblade washers and
bolt were specially designed for your saw,
for optimum performance and safety of op-
eration.

» Kickback causes and related warnings

— Kickback is a sudden reaction to a
pinched, bound or misaligned saw blade,
causing an uncontrolled saw to lift up and
out of the workpiece toward the operator;

— When the blade is pinched or bound tightly
by the kerf closing down, the blade stalls
and the motor reaction drives the unit rap-
idly back toward the operator;

— If the blade becomes twisted or misaligned
in the cut, the teeth at the back edge of the
blade can dig into the top surface of the
wood causing the blade to climb out of the
kerf and jump back toward the operator.

Kickback is the result of saw misuse and/or

incorrect operating procedures or conditions

and can be avoided by taking proper precau-
tions as given below.

» Maintain a firm grip with both hands
on the saw and position your arms to
resist kickback forces. Position your
body to either side of the blade, but not
in line with the blade. Kickback could
cause the saw to jump backwards, but
kickback forces can be controlled by the
operator, if proper precautions are taken.

» When blade is binding, or when inter-
rupting a cut for any reason, release
the trigger and hold the saw motionless
in the material until the blade comes to
a complete stop. Never attempt to re-
move the saw from the work or pull the
saw backward while the blade is in mo-
tion or kickback may occur. Investigate
and take corrective actions to eliminate the
cause of blade binding.

» When restarting a saw in the workpiece,
centre the saw blade in the kerf and
check that saw teeth are not engaged
into the material. If saw blade is binding,
it may walk up or kickback from the work-
piece as the saw is restarted.

» Support large panels to minimise the
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risk of blade pinching and kickback.
Large panels tend to sag under their own
weight. Supports must be placed under the
panel on both sides, near the line of cut
and near the edge of the panel.

» Do not use dull or damaged blades.
Unsharpened or improperly set blades
produce narrow kerf causing excessive
friction, blade binding and kickback.

» Blade depth and bevel adjusting lock-
ing levers must be tight and secure
before making cut. If blade adjustment
shifts while cutting, it may cause binding
and kickback.

» Use extra caution when sawing into
existing walls or other blind areas. The
protruding blade may cut objects that can
cause kickback.

Lower guard function

» Check lower guard for proper closing
before each use. Do not operate the
saw if lower guard does not move freely
and close instantly. Never clamp or tie
the lower guard into the open position.
If saw is accidentally dropped, lower guard
may be bent. Raise the lower guard with
the retracting handle and make sure it
moves freely and does not touch the blade
or any other part, in all angles and depths
of cut.

» Check the operation of the lower guard
spring. If the guard and the spring are
not operating properly, they must be
serviced before use. Lower guard may
operate sluggishly due to damaged parts,
gummy deposits, or a build-up of debris.

» Lower guard may be retracted manually
only for special cuts such as “plunge
cuts” and “compound cuts”. Raise lower
guard by retracting handle and as soon as
blade enters the material, the lower guard
must be released. For all other sawing, the
lower guard should operate automatically.

» Always observe that the lower guard is
covering the blade before placing saw
down on bench or floor. An unprotected,
coasting blade will cause the saw to walk
backwards, cutting whatever is in its path.
Be aware of the time it takes for the blade
to stop after switch is released.

Additional safety warnings

» Do not reach into the chip ejector with
your hands. They could be injured by ro-
tating parts.

» Do not work overhead with the saw.

In this manner you do not have sufficient
control over the power tool.

» Use suitable detectors to determine if
utility lines are hidden in the work area
or call the local utility company for as-
sistance. Contact with electric lines can
lead to fire and electric shock. Damaging a
gas line can lead to explosion. Penetrating
a water line causes property damage or
may cause an electric shock.

» Do not operate the power tool station-
ary. It is not designed for operation with a
saw table.

» Do not use high speed steel (HSS) saw
blades. Such saw blades can easily break.

» Do not saw ferrous metals. Red hot
chips can ignite the dust extraction.

» When working with the machine, always
hold it firmly with both hands and pro-
vide for a secure stance. The power tool
is guided more secure with both hands.

» Secure the workpiece. A workpiece
clamped with clamping devices or in a vice
is held more secure than by hand.

» Always wait until the machine has
come to a complete stop before placing
it down. The tool insert can jam and lead
to loss of control over the power tool.

» Products sold in GB only: Your product
is fitted with a BS 1363/A approved electric
plug with internal fuse (ASTA approved to
BS 1362).

If the plug is not suitable for your socket out-
lets, it should be cut off and an appropriate
plug fitted in its place by an authorised cus-
tomer service agent. The replacement plug
should have the same fuse rating as the origi-
nal plug.

The severed plug must be disposed of to

avoid a possible shock hazard and should

never be inserted into a mains socket else-
where.

Products sold in AUS and NZ only: Use a

residual current

device (RCD) with a rated residual current of

30 mAor less.

Mounting/Replacing the Saw Blade

Before any work on the machine itself, pull

the mains plug.

» When mounting the saw blade, wear
protective gloves.Danger of injury when
touching the saw blade.

» Only use saw blades that correspond
with the characteristic data given in the
operating instructions.

» Do not under any circumstances use
grinding discs as the cutting tool.

Removal of the Saw Blade (see figure

A)

For changing the cutting tool, it is best to

place the machine on the face side of the mo-

tor housing.

— Press the spindle lock button and keep it
pressed.

The spindle lock button may be actuated

only when the saw spindle is at a stand-

still. Otherwise, the power tool can be
damaged.

— Use the supplied wrench to remove the
screw that secures the drive.

— Tilt back the retracting blade guard and
hold firmly.

— Remove the clamping flange and the saw
blade from the saw spindle.

Mounting the Saw Blade (see figure

A)

For changing the cutting tool, it is best to

place the machine on the face side of the mo-

tor housing.

— Clean the saw blade and all clamping parts
to be assembled.

— Tilt back the retracting blade guard and
hold firmly.

— Place the saw blade on to the mounting
flange. The cutting direction of the teeth
(direction or arrow on saw blade) and the
direction of rotation arrow on the blade
guard must correspond.

— Mount the clamping flange and screw in
the clamping bolt turning in rotation direc-
tion.Observe correct mounting position of
mounting flange and clamping flange.
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Press the spindle lock button and keep it
pressed.

— With the wrench, tighten the clamping bolt
turning in rotation direction. The tightening
torque is between 10—-12 Nm, which corre-
sponds to hand tight plus % turn.

Dust/Chip Extraction

» Before any work on the machine itself,
pull the mains plug.

» Dust from materials such as lead-contain-
ing coatings, some wood types, minerals
and metal can be harmful to one’s health.
Touching or breathing-in the dust can
cause allergic reactions and/or lead to re-
spiratory infections of the user or bystand-
ers.

Certain dust, such as oak or beech dust,

is considered carcinogenic, especially in

connection with wood-treatment additives

(chromate, wood preservative). Materials

containing asbestos may only be worked by

specialists.

— As far as possible, use a dust extraction
system suitable for the material.

— Provide for good ventilation of the working
place.

— ltis recommended to wear a P2 filter-class
respirator. Observe the relevant regula-
tions in your country for the materials to be
worked.

» Prevent dust accumulation at the work-
place. Dust can easily ignite.

Operation

Operating Modes

» Before any work on the machine itself,
pull the mains plug.

Adjusting the Cutting Depth (see figure C)

» Adjust the cutting depth to the thick-
ness of the workpiece. Less than a full
tooth of the blade teeth should be visi-
ble below the workpiece.

Loosen the clamping lever. For a smaller cut-
ting depth, pull the saw away from the base
plate; for a larger cutting depth, push the saw
toward the base plate. Adjust the desired cut-
ting depth at the cutting depth scale. Tighten
the clamping lever again.

The tightening tension of the clamping le-

ver can be readjusted. For this, unscrew

the clamping lever, and screw it back again
turned offset by at least 30° in anticlockwise
direction.

Adjusting the Cutting Angle

It is best to place the machine on the face

side of the blade guard.

Loosen the wing bolts and. Tilt the saw side-
wards. Adjust the desired measure on the
scale.Tighten the wing bolts and again.

Note: For bevel cuts, the cutting depth is
smaller than the setting indicated on the cut-
ting-depth scale.

The 0° cutting mark indicates the position of
the saw blade for right-angled cuts. The 45°
cutting mark indicates the position of the saw
blade for 45° cuts.

For precise cuts, position the circular saw

against the workpiece as shown in the figure.

It is best to carry out a trial cut.

Starting Operation

» Observe correct mains voltage! The
voltage of the power source must agree
with the voltage specified on the name-
plate of the machine.

Switching On and Off

To start the machine, press the On/Off switch

and keep it pressed.

To lock the pressed On/Off switch, push the

lock-on button 2 toward the right or left.

To switch off the machine, release the On/

Off switch or when it is locked with the lock-

on button, briefly press the On/Off switch and

then release it.

To save energy, only switch the power tool on

when using it.

Working Advice

ATTENTION! To avoid damage to the product

and its failure, do not start sawing before the

electric motor has reached maximum speed.

Protect saw blades against impact and shock.

Guide the machine evenly and with light feed

in the cutting direction. Excessive feed sig-

nificantly reduces the service life of the saw

blade and can cause damage to the power

tool.

Sawing performance and cutting quality de-

pend essentially on the condition and the

tooth form of the saw blade. Therefore, use

only sharp saw blades that are suited for the

material to be worked.

» Before any work on the machine itself,
pull the mains plug.

Sawing Wood
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The correct selection of the saw blade de-
pends on the type and quality of the wood
and whether lengthway or crossway cuts are
required.
When cutting spruce lengthways, long spiral
chips are formed.
Beech and oak dusts are especially detrimen-
tal to health. Therefore, work only with dust
extraction.
Sawing with Parallel Guide (see figure D)
The parallel guide enables exact cuts along a
workpiece edge and cutting strips of the same
dimension.
Loosen wing bolt and slide the scale of the
parallel guide through the guide in the base
plate. Adjust the desired cutting width as the
scale setting at the respective cutting mark;
see Section “Cutting Marks”. Tighten wing bolt
again.

Maintenance and Service

Maintenance and Cleaning

» Before any work on the machine itself,
pull the mains plug.

» For safe and proper working, always
keep the machine and ventilation slots
clean.

Saw blades that are not coated can be pro-

tected against corrosion with a thin coat of

acid-free oil. Before use, the oil must be re-
moved again, otherwise the wood will become
soiled.

Resin and glue residue on the saw blade

produces poor cuts. Therefore, clean the saw

blade immediately after use.

If you need to change the cord, contact P.I.T

or an Authorized P.I.T. Power Tool Service

Center.

Service

» Have your power tool repaired only by
qualified personnel and only with original
spare parts. This ensures the safety of the
power tool.

To customers (users) of warranty service:

1. This warranty certificate is the only docu-
ment that confirms your right to free warranty
service. If this proof is not presented, no
claims will be accepted. Warranty certificates
cannot be recovered if lost or damaged.

2. It is required to provide a valid and legal
document for purchasing the product. The
document must have the name or seal of the
sales company; at the same time, state the
full model name of the purchased P.I.T. prod-
uct, the serial number on the nameplate of the
fuselage, and the date of purchase, and the
required warranty. The whole machine and its
accessories.

The warranty period:

1. The warranty period of the product is 12
months from the date of sale. During the
warranty period, the service department
will eliminate manufacturing defects free of
charge and replace the parts that fail due to
the manufacturer’s fault. In warranty repair, an
equivalent operable product is not provided.
Replaceable parts become the property of the
service provider.

2. The wear degree on the diameter of the
motor rotor commutator is less than 0.4 mm
(except for brushless motor tools), and the
internal damage caused by the quality of the
tool belongs to the warranty.

The following situations occur during the
warranty period, which is not covered by the
warranty:

1. In the absence of any valid legal docu-
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ments (invoices) such as warranty certificates
and warranty cards to prove the date of pur-
chase.

2. Damage caused by natural wear and over-
load. (For example, motor rotor and stator fail-
ure caused by overload, scorching or melting
of the primary winding of the welding machine
transformer, charging or starting the charging
device, melting of internal parts, burning of
electronic circuit boards, etc.)

3. The casing and power cord are mechani-
cally damaged, as well as damage caused by
corrosive media and high and low tempera-
ture, foreign objects entering the ventilation
network of the motor, and damage caused by
improper storage (corrosion of metal parts);

4. Damage caused by improper carrying,
transportation and storage by users.

5. Products that are opened, repaired, re-
placed or modified by users themselves.

6. Any damage caused by indiscriminate use,
beyond the scope of use of the tool, and not
in accordance with the instructions for use
and maintenance. (see chapter “Safety Pre-
cautions” in the manual);

7. The damage caused by the following situ-
ations is not guaranteed due to improper use
and non-quality problems:

(1) When the power tool is running at high
speed, use the braking device to forcibly stop
the rotation.

(2) Excessive pressure is applied to the tool
during the use of the tool.

(3) Use the tool outside the scope of its pur-
pose and capabilities.

(4) Damage caused by the tool working in
a dusty environment for a long time without
timely maintenance of the tool.

(5) Change the rotation direction of the work
head before the tool stops completely.

(6) Shock the battery or charger and replace
the plug of the charger without permission,
causing damage to the battery or charger.

(7) Damage caused by two-stroke gasoline
tools not being fueled in the correct propor-
tions.

The warranty does not include:

1. Replacement of accessories (accessories
and components) such as batteries, discs,
blades, drills, drills, chucks, chains, sprockets,
collet clamps, guide rails, tension and fasten-
ing elements, dresser heads, grinders And
belt sander base machine, hexagonal head,
etc,;
